2.1 Volume and Rate of Disposal

The IES| Weatherford Landfill serves individuals, businesses, and communities in and
around Parker County, Texas. The landfill currently receives an average of approximately
3,044 cubic yards (837 tons) of incoming waste per day (217,541 tons per year), as
reported in FY 2007 MSW Annual Report. The landfill anticipates the waste acceptance
rate will increase to approximately 7,174 cubic yards (1,973 tons) of incoming waste per
day (512,950 tons per year) during the life of the site. IESI has evaluated and developed a
waste acceptance rate for the landfill that considers current market conditions, future
market conditions, contractual commitments, and future development of waste disposal
capacity in North Central Texas. The waste acceptance rate will vary over the life of the
facility depending on market conditions. As population and economic conditions and
available landfill disposal capacity change within the region, the volume of incoming waste
could increase and the landfill could accept waste from areas other than those identified
above.

Once expanded, the landfill will provide a remaining disposal capacity, as of July 31, 2005,
of approximately 6,092,000 cubic yards of waste and daily cover.

The TCEQ defines population equivalent as "the hypothetical population that would generate
an amount of solid waste equivalent to that actually being managed based on a generation
rate of five pounds per capita per day and applied to situations involving solid waste not
necessarily generated by individuals." Based on this definition, the initial and projected
population equivalent of the areas capable of being served was calculated as follows:

2.2 Properties and Characteristics of Waste

The major classifications of solid waste to be accepted at the IESI Weatherford Landfill
include municipal solid waste; household waste; yard waste; commercial waste; Class 2
and Class 3 nonhazardous industrial waste; construction-demolition waste; and special
wastes as authorized by the TCEQ. The waste classifications are defined in §330.2
[effective at time of issuance of TCEQ Permit No. MSW 47A] and include:

Once expanded, the total remaining landfill volume available for waste disposal is
approximately 6,092,000 cubic yards (waste and daily cover), which will provide an
estimated 13.1 years of site life. As reported in FY 2007 MSW Annual Report, the
remaining capacity of the IESI Weatherford Landfill is approximately 2,986,459 tons; this
provides for an estimated 10 years of remaining site life. Calculations and assumptions
for the waste volume and site life estimate are included in Part Ill, Appendix IlIA — Site
Life Calculations.
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1 SITE LIFE

11 Solid Waste Generation

The IESI Weatherford Landfill accepts waste generated in Parker County, Texas, and
surrounding areas. The IESI Weatherford Landfill has been designed to continue to
provide disposal capacity for waste generated from the areas identified as well as other
neighboring counties. The IESI Weatherford Landfill currently accepts approximately
3,044 cubic yards per day (837 tons per day). The facility accepts waste five days per
week (260 days per year) for a total of approximately 791,066 cubic yards per year
(217,541 tons per year), as reported in FY 2007 MSW Annual Report. The facility
anticipates that the waste acceptance rate will increase to approximately 7,174 cubic
yards per day 1,973 tons per day) for a total of approximately 1,865,292 cubic yards per
year (512,950 tons per year). The site life calculations for the facility are based on the
waste acceptance rate increasing over the remaining life of the facility. IESI has
evaluated and developed a waste acceptance rate for the landfill that considers current
market conditions, future market conditions, contractual commitments, and future
development of waste disposal capacity in North Central Texas.

1.2 Solid Waste Compaction

A unit weight of 0.65 tons per cubic yard of compacted waste will be used to calculate
the projected site life based on the approximate volume available for deposition of solid
waste.

1.3  Landfill Capacity

The total volume available for deposition of solid waste and daily cover was estimated
using Terra Model® computer software. The volume available for municipal solid waste
is defined as between the top of protective cover and the bottom of the final cover. The
total remaining landfill disposal capacity for current permitted Sectors 1 through 8 is
approximately 1,402,300 cubic yards (cy), based on the July 31, 2005 aerial topography.
The total remaining landfill disposal capacity for proposed Sectors 1 through 12 is
approximately 6,092,000 cubic yards {cy), based on the July 31, 2005 aerial topography.

The total landfill capacity represents the volume available for deposition of incoming
solid waste, relocated solid waste, intermediate cover and daily cover. |t is assumed
that daily cover will use ten percent of the total landfill capacity. The remaining
90 percent of the total tandfill capacity is available for solid waste. The volume
remaining available for solid waste in current permitted Sectors 1 through 8 is

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approximately 1,262,070 cy. See calculations on page IlIA-3. The volume remaining
available for solid waste in proposed Sectors 1 through 12 is approximately
5,482,800 cy. See calculations on page {ll1A-4.

1.4 Site Life Calculations

The capacity for solid waste in terms of weight (tons) was calculated by multiplying the
in-place unit weight of solid waste (0.65 tons per cy) and the solid waste volume
capacity for the proposed site (5,482,800 cy). The resulting solid waste capacity for the
proposed site in terms of weight is approximately 3,563,820 tons. The resulting solid
waste capacity for the current permitted site using the in-place unit weight of solid waste
(0.65 tons per c¢y) and the solid waste volume capacity for the current permitted site
(1,262,070 cy) in terms of weight is approximately 820,346 tons. As reported in FY
2007 MSW Annual Report, the remaining capacity of the IESI Weatherford Landfill is
approximately 2,986,459 tons.

A table showing the cumulative tonnage of solid waste for the site, assuming landfilling
operations continue from the year 2007 and initially using 217,541 tons of waste per
year increasing 10 percent annually over the projected life of the site, was constructed
to estimate the site life in years. The table on page IIIA-5 shows that the proposed site
will reach the approximate total capacity of 3,563,820 tons in approximately 10 years or
2016.

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1  INTRODUCTION

1.1 Introduction (§330.114)
[Effective at time of issuance of TCEQ Permit No. MSW 47A]

This Site Operating Plan (SOP) has been prepared for the existing IESI Weatherford
Landfill. This SOP is consistent with 30 TAC §330.57 [effective at time of issuance of
TCEQ Permit No. MSW 47A] and contains the information required by §330.114
[effective at time of issuance of TCEQ Permit No. MSW 47A]. This SOP includes
provisions for site management and site operating personnel to meet the general and
site-specific requirements included in Subchapter F: Operational Standards for Solid
Waste Land Disposal Sites [effective at time of issuance of TCEQ Permit No. MSW
47A] for the day-to-day operation of the facility. This SOP will be retained onsite
throughout the active life of the facility and throughout the postclosure care maintenance
period.

The IESI Weatherford Landfill is an existing 111.69-acre, Type | Municipal Solid Waste
Disposal Facility {(TCEQ MSW Permit No. 47A) operated by IESI TX Landfill LP (IESI).
The IESI Weatherford Landfill is located in Parker County, Texas and provides waste
disposal capacity for residences and businesses in Parker County and surrounding
areas in north central Texas. The landfill is located approximately 11/4 miles southwest
of the City of Weatherford municipal limits, outside the extraterritorial jurisdiction of the
City of Weatherford in Parker County, Texas. The IESI Weatherford Landfill is located
approximately one mile east of the intersection of Dennis Road and Old Brock Road, at
3131 Old Brock Road. Old Brock Road is approximately one mile south of the
intersection of IH-20 and Dennis Road.

The primary function of the facility is municipal solid waste disposal. Support facilities
will be provided including a site entrance road, scalehouse, scales, and equipment
maintenance and storage area.

The IES| Weatherford Landfill establishes a waste acceptance rate that varies from 837
tons per day or approximately 217,541 tons per year (as reported in FY 2007 MSW
Annual Report) increasing to a waste acceptance rate of about 1,973 tons per day or
512,950 tons per year.

This SOP provides guidance for site management and site operating personnel for daily
operation of the IESI Weatherford Landfill. This SOP aiso includes provisions for site
management and site operating personnel to meet the general and site-specific
requirements for the acceptance of waste under the permit.

1.3 Pre-Operation Notice (§330.112)

[Effective at time of issuance of TCEQ Permit No. MSW 47A]

The facility will provide notice of construction of a new waste disposal area or sector in
the form of a Soil Liner Evaluation Report (SLER) or a Geosynthetic Clay Liner
Evaluation Report (GCLER) and a Flexible Membrane Liner Evaluation Report (FMLER)
also referred to as a Geosynthetics Liner Evaluation Report (GLER) to the executive
director for review 14 days prior to the placement of waste. The executive director has
14 days to provide a verbal or written response. If no response has been received by
the end of the 14" day following the executive director's receipt of the report, the
operator may begin placing waste.

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2.6 Alternative Schedules (§330.113(g))
[Effective at time of issuance of TCEQ Permit No. MSW 47A]

The executive director, in accordance with §330.113(g) [effective at time of issuance of
TCEQ Permit No. MSW 47A], may set alternative schedules for record-keeping and
notification requirements as specified in §330.113(a-f) [effective at time of issuance of
TCEQ Permit No. MSW 47A], except for nofification requirements contained in
§§330.300-330.305 [effective at time of issuance of TCEQ Permit No. MSW 47A] for
any proposed lateral expansion located within a five-mile radius of any airport runway
end used by turbojet or piston-type aircraft or notification relating to landowners whose
property overlies any part of the plume of contamination if contaminants have migrated
offsite as indicated by ground water sampling.

2.7 Annual Waste Acceptance Rate (§330.113(h))
[Effective at time of issuance of TCEQ Permit No. MSW 47A]

As listed in Table 2-1, the IESI Weatherford Landfill will maintain as part of the operating
record, documentation of the annual waste acceptance rate for the facility in accordance
with §330.113(h) [effective at time of issuance of TCEQ Permit No. MSW 47A].
Records will include maintaining the quarterly solid waste summary reports and the
annua! solid waste summary report as required by §330.603 [effective at time of
issuance of TCEQ Permit No. MSW 47A]. The annual waste acceptance rate, as
established by the sum of the previous four quarterly summary reports, will be evaluated
by the IESI Weatherford Landfill to determine if the waste acceptance rate exceeds the
rate estimated in the approved permit and SDP. Should an increase in waste
acceptance be established, the facility will determine if the increase is due to a
temporary occurrence. Should the waste acceptance rate exceed that established in the
approved permit, not due to a temporary occurrence, a permit modification would be
prepared within 90 days of the exceedance in accordance with then applicable TCEQ
regulations to propose changes, if required, to manage the increased waste acceptance
rate.

The IESI Weatherford Landfill provides waste disposal for the City of Weatherford,
Parker County, and surrounding areas. The landfill currently receives an average of
approximately 3,044 cubic yards (837 tons) of incoming waste per day (217,541 tons per
year) as reported in FY 2007 MSW Annual Report. The landfill anticipates the waste
acceptance rate will increase to approximately 7,174 cubic yards (1,973 tons) of
incoming waste per day (512,950 tons per year) over the remainder of the site life. The
waste acceptance rate will vary over the life of the facility depending on market
conditions.

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4  EQUIPMENT
30 TAC §330.114(2)
[EFFECTIVE AT TIME OF ISSUANCE OF TCEQ PERMIT NO. MSW 47A]

Sufficient equipment will be provided to conduct site operations in accordance with the
landfill design and permit conditions.

The following list of equipment is expected to be routinely available for use at the facility.
Equipment requirements may vary in accordance with the method of landfill operations
or the waste acceptance rate at any given time. Additional equipment will be provided
as required for increasing volumes of incoming solid waste. Other equivalent types of
equipment by other manufacturers may be substituted on an as-needed basis. The
minimum number of pieces of equipment to be provided for daily operations is listed in
Table 4-1 on page IV-11.

The estimated waste acceptance rate for the 1ESI Weatherford Landfill is described in
Section 2.7 of this SOP. The IESI Weatherford Landfill establishes a waste acceptance
rate that varies from approximately 217,541 tons per year, or 837 tons per day (as
reported in FY 2007 MSW Annual Report) to a waste acceptance rate of 512,950 tons
per year or 1,973 tons per day. The size, number, types, and equipment manufacturers
will vary during site operations based on operational practices and on the annual waste
acceptance rate.

Compactors are typically used for spreading and compacting the refuse and also for
compacting the cover material. Dozers are typically used for soil movement and
placement and for emergency waste compaction. Scrapers or excavators and haul
trucks are typically used for excavating both the cover material used in site operations
and the future disposal areas. The landfill will use either scrapers or an excavator and
haul trucks for soil excavation and movement. The motor grader is typically used for
road maintenance, ditching, surface water control, and final grading of the completed fill
areas. The water truck will be used for dust control and moisture conditioning of soil
materials as necessary. A farm tractor and pickup truck(s) will be used as needed for
miscellaneous maintenance, litter control and personnel use. A water pump is typically
used for pumping uncontaminated stormwater or groundwater to prevent contact with
waste, and to pump contaminated water or leachate to the on-site leachate storage
tank. Backup equipment will be provided from other IESI facilities, contractors or local
rental companies to obtain equipment in the event of a breakdown or maintenance to
avoid interruption of waste services. The uses of the equipment to be utilized during
waste relocation activities are discussed in Section 10.2.

Equipment operators and laborers will perform routine cleaning of landfill equipment
using low-volume, high-pressure, spray equipment at the active area of the landfill. The
equipment spraying consists of blowing landfill equipment radiators clean of dust and
debris — a manufacturer's recommendation — allowing the equipment to continue
operating through the day without accumulated dust and material creating overheating
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problems. Because the landfill is operating on a lined Subtitle D cell, liquids contacting
refuse will be handled in the same manner as landfill leachate is handled (see
Section 8.23).

The site will be equipped with fire extinguishers of the type, size, location, and number
as recommended by the local fire department. Each fire extinguisher will be fully-
charged and ready for use at all times. Each extinguisher will be inspected on an
annual basis and recharged as necessary. These inspections will be performed by a
qualified service company, and all extinguishers will display a current inspection tag.
Inspection and recharging will be performed following each use. At a minimum, the
scalehouse, future equipment and maintenance area, and all landfill equipment and
vehicles will be equipped with fire extinguishers.
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
